As a result of the meeting held on 10th September, the Chairman has put together a response to be submitted to Powys County Council. It has been previously circulated but is reproduced here for convenience.

Proposed Response to Consultation: Powys Local Development Plan 2022-2037

The following provides the draft of a proposed response to the Consultation on the Powys Local Development Plan for and on behalf of Carreghofa Community Council

General Points
The Council recognises that the development of new housing stock is a priority for the County and that there is a need for such development to support population growth over the period of the Plan. On this basis, therefore, the Council supports the overall terms and priorities of the Strategy underpinning the new Development Plan. This is subject, however, to the following caveats: 

· There are specific concerns about the pace and scale of residential development, and the extent to which it is supported by equivalent development of transport infrastructure and supporting resources (health, education and other services).

· There is concern that, as a community which straddles the border between Shropshire and Powys, the profile of the village as a whole must be taken into account. Over the last 25 years Llanymynech has seen significant residential development and it is essential Powys County Council and Shropshire County Council liaise over their separate allocations to ensure that the village is not swamped by overdevelopment.

· There are concerns about the impact that additional residential development is likely to have on current traffic and safety issues at the A483/B4398 junction. It is recognised that the proposed bypass will address these concerns, but completion date for this remains uncertain.

· Where possible new development should be in keeping with existing settlements and also sensitive to the natural and geographical character and strengths of this rural village community

Site Specific Comments
Site 357: Land North of Carreghofa Lane, 1.58 Hectares
This site contains an endorheic basin with the associated flooding and drainage issues which are recognised in previous site surveys. It is not a flat site, and current susceptibility to flash flooding will be exacerbated by drainage and runoff issues associated with the proposed residential development on this site.
There are also concerns about highway access to the site, and the impact additional development will have on traffic volume and driver visibility, whether on current or proposed roadways.

The provision of new services, specifically sewerage and electricity, may present major challenges for developers, particularly because of access issues across the Mongomery Canal.           

Site 293: Land North of Montgomery Canal, 2.18 Hectares
This site is adjacent to Site 357 and there are equivalent concerns in relation to flooding and drainage and also highway access and traffic volume.

The extent of residential development proposed for this site, in addition to that for Site 357, will have a major impact on the character of this rural location and the loss of the ‘green corridor’ between Llanymynech and Carreghofa

Site 292: Land West of Parc Llwyfen, 0.53 Hectares

The Community Council opposes the allocation of site 292. This site is currently occupied by the community football field, a valuable and much-used community facility which, if developed, would be a great loss to the community. 

Access through Parc Llwyfen will be difficult, and there is uncertainty about how the proposed development will impact on existing homes. There is an alternative and larger location to the south of Site 292 and this has better potential for traffic access. Utilising this site would mean that a valuable community asset would not be in jeopardy.

Conclusion

Carreghofa Community Council accepts the allocation of sites 357 and 293, subject to reservations in relation to issues of traffic access, drainage, flooding and road safety.

The Community Council opposes the allocation of site 292 because of the impact of the loss of a valued community resource, and noting that there is an adjacent site which is larger and more appropriate for new residential development.
