NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT

General Statement

The amounts shown for some Budget Heads are ¼   of the total for the year. In other cases, the amount reflects the exact position to the 30th June e.g. we have only a single insurance payment
 which is, therefore, shown as the full year amount
Where lines are shown as 0, no activity has taken place so far this year.

The following notes follow the numbering in the accounts:-

Clerk’s Salary Award

The following has been received from the National Association of Local Councils

Local government services pay agreement 2025/26

The Local Government Association has informed us that the National Joint Council for Local Government Services (NJC) has reached an agreement on rates of pay applicable from 1 April 2025 until 31st March 2026. We encourage employers to implement this pay award as soon as possible.

The table below lists the new pay scales for clerks and other employees employed under the terms of the model contract, including SCPs 50 and above. These should be retrospectively applied from 1 April 2025. 

Hourly rates have been calculated using the NJC-agreed formula: annual salary divided by 52.143 weeks (which is 365 days divided by 7) divided by 37 hours (the standard working week).

The following has been received from Powys County Council:-
The Standards Community Sub-Committee has considered the Code of Conduct training for Town and Community Councils and asked that we approach Bethan Evans, Governance Training & Consultancy who is a training provider in this area and has provided well received Code of Conduct training to County Councillors.  Bethan is able to record a training session on the Code of Conduct (around 1 ½ hours in length) which could be made available to all town and community councils and the cost of this would be £30 per council.  The cost will depend upon the number of councils who wish to participate.
