5.2.      Approval of Payments
During the August break I received  a letter from HMRC  dated 11th August 2025, telling me that the Community Council owed £139.03 on Month 3 PAYE.
 I contacted HMRC and explained that as the Council does not meet until September I couldn't pay until the amount was authorised. I also pointed out that I have always paid the amount that Powys C. Cs payroll department said was due.
The person that I spoke to was, to say the least,  unhelpful and said that the correct amount is £216.43 per month due on the 22nd of the month. We have consistently paid HMRC on the 1st of each month. She further said that if I didn't pay, the Council would accrue interest each day and the matter would be handed to a debt collection agency.
 She also said that the matter was "above her pay grade".
In the event, using the  functional powers to the clerk to act in respect of urgent business arising between meetings delegated to me at the AGM,  I have paid the outstanding amount and increased future standing order payments to £216.43.

Rights of way project - update
The following update has been received from Calum Carr; Powys Rights of way and Footpaths Officer:-

We have  now completed a good portion of the survey of the rights of way network in the Carreghofa area, and I'm hopeful we'll be able to bring the results back to the council soon so we can agree what might be achieved over the next year.
On a couple of specific matters raised by the council:

· Canal aqueduct steps – I've been in touch with CRT, who believe they are responsible for the steps. I'm waiting to hear whether restoration of the steps will be included in the wider works to the aqueduct.
· Step from the car park onto the canal – From my enquiries, it seems the car park is leased to Powys County Council on a long lease, but the land itself belongs to the pub. I've already followed this up with Councillor Ian Done, and will liaise with him further to see 
how this might be taken forward.

Mr Carr aims to report back with further details by November at the latest.

7.6.      Donation Request – Llanymynech Village Hall

The Following has been received from Llanymynech Village Hall:-
I am writing on behalf of Llanymynech Village Hall to request a financial contribution to help cover the costs of providing toilets that are used by many members of the public. Our hall is open five days a week during school terms and many people pop in and use our facilities.
There is an information sign which directs the public to the hall, and we are happy to provide information to visitors and provide information boards for local groups to highlight themselves and general public information along with the toilets. 
Unfortunately, the costs of ongoing maintenance, cleaning and utility costs for these facilities place a burden on our limited income. We are hoping for a £50.00 donation to help offset these expenses for this year and ensure we can continue offering these facilities.
We are also making a request to Llanymynech and Pant Parish Council.
Please note that the Council’s Donations Policy states:-

· Donations, in the main, should be made for specific projects and not for general running costs or maintenance. Donations for maintenance costs will only be made in exceptional circumstances and only granted on a non-recurring basis.

The clause uses the phrase “in the main” which will allow Council to make a donation if it thinks this is appropriate.  However, the Council does make other revenue grants, specifically for the maintenance of St. Agatha’s church clock. It may be worthwhile revising the policy at the next AGM.

Update

Olive Nial’s Bench
Cllr James reported that she has been contacted by a local resident regarding the condition of Olive Nials' memorial bench on Llanymynech Rocks. Upon inspection she found the bench to be in a state of disrepair (photos attached with these papers), with several nails protruding. Cllr James knocked these in to prevent any potential harm. However, further examination revealed that the timber supporting the backrest is rotten, and the frame is loose. 
Cllr Done responded to say that the bench is beyond economic repair. He added that the repair he did last year shows the difference between softwood and hardwood - the old bench components are all softwood - hence the decay. He recommends that the Council looks for a replacement bench made from a treated and varnished hardwood. The price for any suitable replacement will probably be in the region of £500+

Other options are something made from a cast metal / wood combination or a recycled plastic bench.

The Clerk has researched the recycled plastic option and the following is from GE Views Ltd.

Football Field 
8.3.1 Installation of a Portaloo.
The following was sent by the Football Club via the Council’s Facebook page:-

The Club asks if the Council would  have any objections to the football club having a Portaloo placed between the front hedge and the cage of the Football Field.

The Club will have a proper concrete pad put down with privacy screening in place so it wouldn’t be seen unless people knew where to look . The Club will also  pay for it to be cleaned and emptied on a regular basis and also ensure it is properly secured. 

The Club would look to install the Portaloo as soon as possible to meet the League’s requirement to provide such facilities on  all grounds. 
Cllr Savage made the following observations:-

I think there needs more thought to this and maybe a site visit.

· Where exactly, how far down the space, will it block access to the rest of the area behind the fence? Is there sufficient room as the space is quite narrow

· How will they retrieve any more balls if a toilet is in the way, will it encourage more holes?

· Will it affect the hedge being cut, a tractor mounter cutter

· Will it just be for the season and taken away for the summer months? 

· Will the public have access or will it be locked apart from match times? 

· Shouldn't permission from the land owner be sought? 
n.b. County Cllr Arwel Jones has spoken to the owner of the land, Mr Richard Lewis, and he is more than happy for a mobile toilet be situated in the bottom right-hand corner of the field.

A site visit was arranged and the Chairman will report back to Council.

A483 and Chapel Lane Junction - visibility
The following has been received from a resident:-
I am writing to kindly request a review of the Chapel Lane junction, particularly with regard to visibility when pulling out onto the main road. It is currently very difficult to see oncoming traffic from the Welshpool direction, which poses a safety concern.
With the closure of the road leading to Newbridge until April 2025, it is likely that traffic from the Welshpool direction will increase significantly. As well as the traffic increasing on the crossroads which I think will result in drivers cutting through Tanyfoel / Chapel Lane to use the junction as a quicker method, and the further exacerbating the issue
. 

I would be grateful if the council could assess whether any improvements could be made such as moving the hedge line back or the installation of a mirror to enhance safety at this junction.
