At the February 2026 meeting Cllr Fynes announced his intention of retiring from the Council with effect from this meeting.

Council now needs to post form CV2 (notice of vacancy) set out below on the Council’s website and noticeboard for a period of 14 days.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a casual vacancy is deemed to have occurred in the office of Councillor for the Community of Carreghofa on the resignation of a Councillor 

Rule 5 of The Local Elections (Parishes and Communities) Rules 2006, provides that on a casual vacancy occurring in the office of councillor of a community, an election to fill the vacancy shall be held if, within fourteen days (computed as stated below) after public notice of the vacancy has been given in accordance with Section 87(2) of the Local Government Act, 1972, notice in writing of a request for such an election has been given to the proper officer of the council of the county within which the community is situate signed by TEN electors for the electoral area. 

If, at the end of the 14 day notice period, no request for an election has been made the Council is empowered to co-opt

8.2.1.  Future lease and alternative site.

The following was sent to County Cllr Arwel Jones from Michael Tomley FRICS (Retired), 
Consultant Chartered Surveyor acting on behalf of Mr. Richard Lewis of Lewis Brothers, the owner of the land currently used as a football field for the local community. 

County Cllr Jones has referred this to the Community Council for discussion.
I am aware that you have had direct discussions with my client Mr Richard Lewis with regard to the possible future development of the Carreghofa football field and the provision by Mr Lewis of an alternative land area extending to about five acres on which facilities might be developed.

 

Having submitted a proposal for the football field to be included in the draft development plan in December 2023, I have since been unable to extract any information from the planning departments in respect of their views on possible allocation of the field as a preferred site, likely to be allocated for housing.

 

I of course understand that the planning officers are not able to discuss matters directly with me, but I am concerned to ensure that officers are fully aware that allocation will lead to the provision of alternative land on which the Community Council will have the opportunity to develop a new amenity area. The terms on which alternative land might be provided remain to be discussed and this is perhaps a matter in respect of which you may wish to have direct input.

 

Are you able to initiate a conversation with the relevant planning officers to ensure that they are fully aware that an allocation of the football field will generate an opportunity to provide much enhanced facilities for Carreghofa, not least including much improved off road parking?

 

I have attached a plan (Biodiversity Land Plan), which identifies the extent of land that can be made available. This plan was of course included in the full application submitted in 2023.

 

My client and I would be pleased to have a meeting with you if you have any questions about the proposal and hope that you will support our efforts to achieve a site allocation by entering a discussion with planning officers as proposed above.
In the light of the letter to County Cllr Arwel Jones, the Council will need to decide if it wishes to negotiate a short term lease from January 2027 until the publication of the revised LDP. There is no specific date for the latter.

Council will also need to decide if it is minded to accept the alternative site offered and, if yes, what is required to bring the land up to a suitable condition for use as a community amenity and whether it has the resources to undertake such works.
