NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT

General Statement

The amounts shown for some Budget Heads are ¾  of the total for the year. In other cases the amount 
reflects the expected position to the 30th June e.g. we have only a single insurance payment
 which is, therefore, shown as the full year amount
The following notes follow the numbering in the accounts:-

1. Precept: First payment of £3820

2. VAT: £1039.26 – payment for the year 2022/23. This was larger than expected due to VAT reclaimed on a capital project (Picnic tables)

3. Interest: Deposit Account £50.16, Pension Account £0.25

4. Insurance: Premium for 2023/24 £871.54

5. Salaries: Clerk’s salary £1101.60, PAYE: £275.40

6. Administration; £68.00 printing of leaflets for Community Council awareness campaign.

7. Audit: External Audit £709.00, This refers to 2 payments for the external audits of 2021 & 2022.

8. Donations: £82.00 Maintenance contribution for St. Agatha’s Clock

9. Rent: Rent for Council meetings at Llanymynech Village Hall £40.00

10. Miscellaneous:  Bank Charges £20.40

7.1. 
Montgomery Canal Development Project - Update
7.1.1.The following update has been received from Katie Woodroffe
Thank you for having us at last weeks community council meeting to deliver an update on Levelling Up Funded works taking place between Llanymynech and Arddleen.  It's great to be able to talk in person and meet members of the council and, likewise, local residents in this way.  We look forward to attending in September.

Just to follow up on a few things raised;

· Vegetation on towpath – I have spoken to a few operational colleagues to seek more information about why the towpath vegetation on the canal is so bad at the moment. I am still waiting on a response from our vegetation contracts manager who should hopefully be able to clarify how often we cut here and when it is next due.  In the meantime, I would encourage residents to log a formal complaint regarding this matter by completing the "Contact Us" form. Due to it's special designations, we are constrained by what we can and can't do (what falls within our Assent) on the Montgomery Canal, but I completely agree it needs to be safe for people to use.  I will continue to chase for this info. I did chat to an attendee after our presentation who offered the community councils help in managing the growth.  As we are a charity, additional volunteers are always welcomed but any work done on our property must be coordinated through the Trust to ensure all our processes are followed properly and it falls within our Assent.  Would yourselves, as Carreghofa Community Council, be interested in arranging an "Adoption" of a certain section?  You can find out more about our partnership volunteering here.  There are other, less committed, ways to get involved to help us too, also described on that page.  There just needs to be enough interest from residents. 

· Next phases of dredging – as mentioned during our presentation, the next phases (section to be dredged plus location of material from dredging) are still yet to be finalised. We are continuing discussions with local landowners and NRW and will let you know as soon as we can.

· Williams Bridge consultation to take place (hopefully!) before your next meeting at the end of September.  Two options for this are making their way through a costings process, after which we hope to be able to present the preferred option for feedback from local residents. As soon as I have a date set for this meeting, I will let you know and will post details on our webpages and within the community Facebook group.  During this meeting we can also deliver an update on progress for Carreghofa Lane Bridge – here we can pick up on elements that will feed into detailed design (e.g access from car park to playground) and ask for comments.

· Carreghofa Lane Bridge & approach impacting residents of opposite cul de sac – I'd like to say again, our modelling has determined that these residents will not have headlights shining into their front rooms because of the angle of the approach of the vehicles on the bridge.  It was a specific discussion including PCC highways that it should connect to the main road directly opposite the entrance to the cul-de-sac to avoid the potential impact of headlights in to the properties.

Cllr Parry has asked that the following matter raised by Glandwr Cymru be considered in the light of any impact that it will have on the current Montgomery Canal project. The following is a part of a release put out by Glandwr Cymru:-

The UK Government has been accused of putting the future of Wales' historic canals at risk after announcing a significant funding cut.
Glandŵr Cymru, the Canal & River Trust in Wales, has issued a warning that a UK-wide reduction in grant funding of over £300 million in real terms, will threaten the future of the nation's historic canals, leading to their decline and to the eventual closure of some parts of the network.
The reduced grant from 2027 will almost halve the value of public funding for canals in real terms compared with recent years.
The reduced funding comes at the same time as the costs of maintaining canals are increasing, due to the growing impact of climate change, with more periods of drought and extreme storm events taking their toll on ageing 250-year-old infrastructure.
