Montgomery Canal Development Project - Update
Members of the Canal & Rivers Trust and Powys County Council will attend for this item.

Additionally the Council has been approached by XV Insight Tomorrow’s Tourism who have sent the following:-

XV Insight & Tomorrow's Tourism have been commissioned by the Canal and River Trust to explore the potential for growing the leisure and tourism offer at Llanymynech.  
 
The Shared Prosperity Fund has provided funding for a feasibility study at Llanymynech looking at opportunities to create a destination and integrate the canal with the surrounding places of interest and attractions such as the Heritage Area.  The feasibility will look at what can be realistically achieved to create an overall vision for the locality of the canal. The process will involve looking at a wide variety of possibilities, that may or may not be possible to deliver. 
 
*XV Insight are a market research consultancy, working primarily in the leisure and tourism sector. Tomorrow's Tourism are a consultancy working mainly in tourism strategy development. 
 
As part of the consultation process we are talking to a broad range of stakeholders, including local residents and businesses, people involved in the current visitor offer in Llanymynech – both in leadership roles and volunteering, current visitors to the area and those involved in leisure and tourism across the wider area. 
 
As part of this process we would very much like to gather your views of Llanymynech currently and how you think it could best evolve in the future, through a phone conversation or online meeting. Following this we will share a short survey with you that we would be pleased if you could share with your local network. It is vitally important that any suggested plans for the area, reflect the views of as many people as possible!
 
It would be helpful if we could get the views of the Carreghofa Community council and would be pleased to arrange a time to talk with you.

7.5. Powys County Council consultation on local housing market assessment

Powys County Council has started to prepare its local housing market assessment and is now seeking feedback. The assessment includes evidence of existing housing needs in Powys and an estimate of new housing needs arising in the next fifteen years.

There is a consultation with town and community councils with a deadline for responses of 10th July 2023.
  
Councils are asked to answer four questions:-.
 
1. Do you agree or not agree with the proposed housing market areas, and why?
 
2. Which housing need variant is the most realistic in your view, and why? The four variants are called "lower", "principal", "higher" and "15-year average migration".
 
3. Are you aware of any specific housing needs in Powys? If so, could you please provide evidence, such as community housing needs survey, or tell us how you know?
 
4. Is there anything that you would like particularly to be included in the assessment?
