Green GEN Cymru Vyrnwy Frankton proposal
The following has been received from the Green GEN Cymru Vyrnwy Frankton Project Team:-

As part of the Green GEN Cymru Vyrnwy Frankton proposal, we'd like to update you on our approach to land access for environmental surveys.
   
The planning process requires us to complete comprehensive environmental surveys to support the environmental impact assessment. This is a statutory requirement as part of the application for a Development Consent Order to the Planning Inspectorate.    


Surveys need to be carried out widely around the proposals to provide an overview of the area and as a minimum the surveys need to cover a full year in advance of the application.  


We greatly appreciate the cooperation of landowners in facilitating access to their land for these assessments. To support this engagement, we have offered to pay for independent land agent advice for the landowners and have offered a compensation payment in advance for any damage caused during the surveys. However, in cases where voluntary access is not granted, we may need to pursue legal access under Section 172 and Section 174 of the Housing and Planning Act 2016 and notices to this effect are being sent to landowners in the coming weeks.

 
Agreeing to the surveys does not restrict the landowner's ability to respond to the project consultation.  It has always been our preference to agree voluntary access for survey with the landowners and this remains the case.

Since the last meeting County Cllr Arwell Jones has sent the following to the new highways manager:- 
Thank you for giving up your time last week to visit the area.

I will list below the areas discussed.

 

1. Condition of road from Carreghofa toward the Caravan park. Potholes and damaged verges.

2. Penyfoel. Verges and running surface water.

3. Pavement along from Llanymynech toward the school ( football field side) needs to be cleared as its gone very narrow.

4. Sunken kerb by TALLTOPPEN which is allowing water to run into driveway.

5. Hedges etc need to be cleared on parking area at the rear of the Dolphin Public House.

Thank you again and an indication as to timescale would be appreciated.

A further email was sent as follows:-

I trust that you are keeping well and that the 20mph issues are slowly being resolved.

Following a meeting of Carreghofa CC the issue of the parking sign by the garage on the crossroads showing the PCC parking at the rear of the Dolphin Pub.

Presently it only shows a Blue 'P' and when people go and park all the signs show Dolphin Customers only and they are not aware that PCC have about 15 parking spaces at the far end.

We could do with a sign saying PCC parking at the far end and the PCC parking spaces clearly marked up. I wonder if this is possible, and I am more than willing to meet up with you or a member of your team to show you the issues we have.
