NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT

The amounts shown for some Budget Heads are ¾  of the total for the year. In other cases the amount 
reflects the expected position to the 31st December e.g. we have only a single insurance payment
 which is, therefore, shown as the full year amount.
General Statement

There were no capital projects expected when the budget was set in November 2020. Nevertheless, in the light of the capital project to install adult gym equipment in 2020/2021 and the possibility of further projects in this financial year the sum of £5000.00 was set aside.

External Audits

Having received nothing from the External Auditor since 2018 we have now had the last three certified annual returns and audit completion notices.

· publish or display your Annual Returns. As a minimum, this means that the Annual Return should be displayed on your notice board(s) and published on the Council’s website.
To meet the requirement of the Regulations you should:

· Prepare the Notice of Conclusion of Audit and Right to Inspect the Annual Return 

· Put the completed notice in a conspicuous place e.g. a noticeboard for at least 14 days along with the certified Annual Returns. The Annual Returns should be displayed so that the accounting statements, both parts of the annual governance statement and the Auditor General’s audit certificate and report visible.

· You must also publish the notice and the annual return on the Council’s website

· Retain evidence that this has been done to support compliance with the exercise of electors’ rights, which forms part of the Annual Governance Statement.
